The combinaton proved 1o
work well and as an added benefis, it contributed
less salt ro our nearhy lakes and streams. While
thes season’s salt prices are half of st vears price,
we will continue to mis our salt with sund moan
ctfort to keep costs down,

You may also nofice a new medum size black and
white plow truck around rown. This truck re-
places the larper 1984 International in an effort ro
“right size” the vehicle 1o restidenal roads. The
truck was purchased used at one third the cost of
an exact replacement of the old International.
With four wheel dave and a more accurate salt
spreader, we are confident that the new truck will
be very effective.

Snow control operations typically begin after two
inches of snow or at the beginning of icing condi-
tions. During evernight snow events, the crew
will hit the streets around 3AM i order to have
the roads cleared by 6AM.
